  			 A Bill to Reduce SRO Presence in Schools
1   	BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:
2	Section 1.  K-12 school funded by the federal government shall reduce the number of 
3	School Resource Officers (SROs) to a maximum of 1 per school.  All SROs shall be require
4	required to comply with specific requirements as laid out below:	
5	A.  SROs shall not be dressed in a standard police uniform, instead they should wear
6.	     	 plain clothes with the logo of the police department on the officer’s shirt.
7	B.  SROs shall practice concealed carrying of weapons
8	C. SROs shall undertake extensive training including but not limited to youth crisis
9		intervention training, trauma informed care cultural competence, and mental
10		 health training.
11	D. SROs shall not have a working office within school buildings
12	E.  An impartial committee appointed by the state and approved by the Department of
13		Education shall review any circumstance where a crime or delinquent act has 
14		been committed.
15	Section 2.  SROs shall defined as a police officer who works in schools with the power to 
16		arrest.
17	Section 3.  Any potential funding needed for this pill to pay for training, uniforms,
18		stipends, etc. shall be allocated from the Department of Defense.
19.	Section 4.  The states shall be responsible for enforcement of legislation within school
20		districts.
21	Section 5.  The Department of Education shall conduct random checks every three 
22		months beginning five months after implementation of this legislation to
23		ensure compliance.  Any states not in compliance with this legislation shall lose	
24		5% of their federal education funding.
25	Section 6.  This legislation will take effect on August 1, 2025
26	Section 7.   All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.






















A Resolution to Amend the Constitution to Establish Supreme Court Term Limits
1	RESOLVED:  By two-thirds of the Congress here assembled, that the
2. 		following article is proposed as an amendment to the Constitution
3.		OF THE United States, which shall be valid to all intents and 
4		purposes as part of the Constitution when ratified by the legislatures
5 		of three-fourths of the several states within seven years from the 
6		date of its submission by the Congress:
7					ARTICLE-
8	SECTION 1.  A.  All Supreme Court justices shall serve one 18-year term.  
9.			     Justices are not permitted to be appointed for a second 
10			     term.
11			B. All current Supreme Court justices are exempt from this
12			    amendment.
13	SECTION 2.  The Congress shall have power to enforce this article by 
14			 appropriate legislation.








			A Bill to Protect Student Literacy
1	BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLE THAT:
2	SECTION 1.	State governments shall revoke legislation that bans any book from
3			public school libraries.
4	SECTION 2.	Banning books shall include the removal or censorship of material for 
5			reasons including but not limited to the material containing content that
6			is violent, offensive, and/or sexual.
7	SECTION 3. 	The Department of Education will work with state governments for the
8			implementation of this bill.
9.				A. Any state that complies with this legislation will see a 20%
10				   increase in federal funding of said state’s education budget.
11				B. The funding of this bill will come from the U.S. Department of
12				  Education.
13	SECTION 4. 	This legislation will take effect on January 1, 2025.
14	SECTION 5.	All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.












A Bill to End the Syrian Drug Trade
1	BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED
2	SECTION 1.     In stipulation that Syria end their inter-country narcotics trade, the
3			United States shall hereby repeal the Caesar Syria Civilian Protection Act 
4.			of 2019.
5.	SECTION 2. 	The Caesar Syria Civilian Protection Act of 2019 shall be defined as the act
6			that put sanctions on all Syrian trade and barred them from participating 
7			in global trade, effectively collapsing the Syrian economy.  Infrastructure
8			recovery aid shall be defined as aid for building roads, solar panels, public
9			schools and water irrigation systems.
10	SECTION 3.	The Department of State in cooperation with USAID shall be responsible
11			for allocating the aid given under this legislation.
12				A. At the time of implementation, the United States will give the
13				    Syrian Arab Republic $500 million in infrastructure recovery aid.
14				B. After a 6-month period, a comprehensive audit of the Syrian
15				     government’s utilization of the aid will take place.  If it is 
16				     deemed they use the aid effectively, the Syrian government 
17				     shall be given $1 billion each year for a 10-year term thereafter
18				C. USAID will measure the progress made by the Syrian
19				     Government in ending the drug trade.  USAID shall submit 
20				     requirements the Syrian government must fulfill to receive aid 
21				     to the Senate for ratification for approval.
22				D. The Department of Foreign Affairs shall conduct a bi-yearly
23				     audit of the utilization of the aid.
24.	SECTION 4.	This legislation will take effect on January 1, 2025
25	SECTION 5.	All laws in conflict with this legislation are Hereby declared null and void.

				A Bill to Ban Medical Patents

1	BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:
2	Section 1.	All medical patents shall hereby be nullified, and the U.S. Patent and
3			Trademark Office shall be restricted from issuing any and all medical
4	`		patents in the future.  The National Institutes of Health (NIH) shall be
5			allocated an additional 60 billion dollars per year to finance the
6			research and development done by the pharmaceutical industry.
7	Section 2.	Medical patents shall be defined as patents on any medication,
8			medical device, or medical process that prevents other competitors
9			from producing similar medications, devices or processes.
10	Section 3.	The U.S. Patent and Trademark Office, the Department of Commerce, 
11			and the Department of Health and Human Services shall oversee the 
12			enforcement of this legislation.
13	Section 4.	This legislation will take effect on July 1, 2025.
14	Section 5.	All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.











A Bill to Aid the Central American Northern Triangle
1	BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:
2	Section 1.	The United States shall allocate $1 billion to reopening
3			the Alliance for Prosperity.  The results from the first 
4			year will determine contribution in future years.
5	Section 2.	The Alliance for Prosperity is a program that give financial
6			assistance to Central America’s Northern Triangle 
7			(consisting of Guatemala, Honduras, and El Salvador) while
8			requiring that each country pledges their own domestic
9			resources.  The alliance focuses on improving well-being
10			through job creation, food programs, stopping crime, 
11			reducing corruption, and more, with the underlying goal
12			of reducing immigration to the U.S.
13	Section 3.	The United States Office of Foreign Assistance will
14			enforce this legislation.
15	Section 4.	This bill shall be implemented in the fiscal year 2025.
16	Section 5. 	All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby
