   12 springs in the world, with over 1,000 springs contributing to the economic,

   16 groundwater withdrawal, and land development, leading to degraded water  

   17 quality, diminished spring flow, and harm to local ecosystems;

   20 maintaining the biodiversity of Florida’s aquatic habitats, safeguarding public
